With the addition of Oneida, increased our member-
ship to ten chambers represented in three counties.   
 

Welcomed the participation and involvement of four 
affiliate organizations whose missions and areas of 
concern are relevant to the business community. 
 

Advertised as a group in two annual editions of the 
Oneida County Travel Guide, which is designed to pro-
mote our region to families, couples, and outdoor rec-
reation enthusiasts with stunning visuals and useful 
information.  
 

Co-hosted a meeting with Congressman Richard 
Hanna to express our concern about the federal deficit 
and other economy-related matters. 
 

Co-hosted a forum with federal, state and local 
elected officials to create a dialogue on issues affecting 
our region. 
 

Promoted the members of the Alliance to thousands 
who attended the Rome Home Show. 
 

Participated on Leadership Mohawk Valleyôs design 
team for the annual Economic Development Day pro-
gram held each year to identify key variables, re-
sources, and issues pertaining to business growth in 
the region. 
 

Partnered with the Genesis College Community Net-
work to encourage students to shop at participating 
businesses. 
 

Partnered with Genesis to tour the SUNY College of 
Nanoscale Science & Engineering in Albany to learn 
how the nanotechnology industry has transformed the 
Capital Region and the impact that a chip fab facility at  
SUNYIT would have on our region. 
 

Co-hosted a Congressional Candidate Forum so we 
could better understand their positions on federal is-
sues. 
 

Co-hosted a meeting at Revere Copper Products to 
discuss international trade and currency manipulation, 
and their affect on national defense and the economy.  
 

Several members of the Alliance urged members of 
Congress to vote against the Cap and Trade proposal 
and the Affordable Health Care for America Act.  
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Upon passage of the health care bill, members 
urged Congress to repeal the provision that would 
require business owners to file 1099 tax docu-
ments on all cumulative purchases from a single 
vendor that total more than $600 in a year. 

 

Met with representatives from the Town of 
Webb to consider a partnership to jointly pro-
mote tourism in the region. 

 

Co-hosted a roundtable with the president of 
the New York Power Authority on the cur-
rent status of our stateôs energy policy and 
how it can be crafted to benefit the employ-
ers who help to sustain the upstate econ-
omy.  

 

Hosted a meeting that featured Olympian Erin 
Hamlin who spoke about her athletic career 
and provided attendees with valuable insight as 
to her motivation to succeed in such a competi-
tive arena. 

 

Hosted David Casullo of Raymour & Flanigan 
Furniture who provided valuable workforce devel-
opment information for employers regarding over-
coming todayôs challenges. 

 

Several members wrote to the 
Oneida County Executive in support 
of a proposal to Google Inc. that our 
area be chosen as the project site 
to test ultra high speed broadband. 

 

Several members of the Alliance urged the Public Service Commis-
sion not to approve National Gridôs proposal for a rate increase. 

 

Urged the governor to withdraw the proposal to take $5 million or 20 
percent from the snowmobile trail development and maintenance 
fund and to dedicate it to the general fund. 

 

Held a roundtable with the governorôs regional representative and 
identified several business-related concerns. 

 

Hosted an informational meeting with the president of Mohawk Val-
ley EDGE to update alliance members on the economic initiatives in 
place and planned for the region. 

 

Began planning a program to be held during National Small Business 
Week, May 16-20, 2011.
